PAYMENT OF TUITION AND ASSOCIATED COSTS/PROMISE TO PAY

| understand that when | register for any class at San Jacinto College or receive any service from
San Jacinto College | accept full responsibility to pay all tuition, and other associated costs
assessed as a result of my registration and/or receipt of services. | further understand and agree
that my registration and acceptance of these terms constitutes a promissory note agreement i.e.,
a financial obligation in the form of an educational loan as defined by the U.S. Bankruptcy Code
at 11 U.S.C. §523a8 in which San Jacinto College is providing me educational services, deferring
some or all of my payment obligation for those services, and | promise to pay for all assessed
tuition, and other associated costs by the published or assigned due date.

DROP/WITHDRAWAL

| understand and agree that if | drop or withdraw from some or all of the classes for which |
register, | will be responsible for paying all or a portion of tuition and other associated costs in
accordance with the published tuition refund schedules.

DELINQUENT ACCOUNT/COLLECTION

Financial Hold: | understand and agree that if | fail to pay my student account bill or any monies
due and owing San Jacinto College by the scheduled due date, San Jacinto College will place a
financial hold on my student account, preventing me from registering for future classes,
requesting transcripts, or receiving my diploma.
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Installment Payment Plan (IPP), Convenient Payment Plan (CPP), Registration Payment
Deferment (RPD,) or Late Payment Charges: | understand and agree that if | fail to pay my student
account bill or any monies due and owing San Jacinto College by the scheduled due date, San
Jacinto College will assess late payment charge at the rate of $25 for each late payment after the
prescribed payment due date.

Collection Agency Charges: | understand and accept that if | fail to pay my student account bill or
any monies due and owing to San Jacinto College by the scheduled due date, and fail to make
acceptable payment arrangements to bring my account current, San Jacinto College may refer my
delinquent account to a collection agency. | further understand that if San Jacinto College refers
my student account balance to a third party for collection, a collection charge will be assessed and
will be due in full at the time of the referral to the third party. The collection charge may be
calculated at the maximum amount permitted by applicable law but not to exceed 30% of the
amount outstanding. For purposes of this provision, the third party may be a debt collection
company or an attorney. If a lawsuit is filed to recover an outstanding balance, | shall also be
responsible for any costs associated with the lawsuit such as court costs or other applicable costs.
Finally, | understand that my delinquent account may be reported to one or more of the national
credit bureaus.

Method of Communication: | understand and agree that San Jacinto College uses the College
assigned student e-mail as an official method of communication with me, and that therefore | am
responsible for reading the e-mails | receive from San Jacinto College on a timely basis.

Contact: | authorize San Jacinto College and its agents and contractors to contact me at my current
and any future cellphone number(s), email address(es), or wireless device(s) regarding my
delinquent student account(s)/loan(s), any other debt | owe to San Jacinto College, or to receive
general information from San Jacinto College. | authorize San Jacinto College and its agents and
contractors to use automated telephone dialing equipment, artificial or prerecorded voice or text
messages, and personal calls and emails in their efforts to contact me. Furthermore, | understand
that | may withdraw my consent to receive automated telephone calls or text messages. For more

| understand that my Financial Aid Award is contingent upon my continued enrollment and
attendance in each class upon which my financial aid eligibility was calculated. If | drop any class
before completion, | understand that my financial aid eligibility may decrease and some or all of
my financial aid is reduced because | dropped or failed to attend class, | agree to repay all reduced
aid that was disbursed to my account and resulted in a credit balance that was refunded to me.

| understand that any financial aid | receive will be used to pay any and all charges assessed to my
account at San Jacinto College such as tuition, bookstore charges, or any other institutional
charges, in accordance with the terms of the aid.

| understand that any outside resources such as scholarships, stipends, service awards, contract
payments (including Texas prepaid tuition plans or other IRS 529 plan payments), exemptions or
any other payment received from an outside agency may affect my financial aid award. | am
responsible for notifying the San Jacinto College Financial Aid Office if | receive funds before or
after receiving financial aid so that adjustments can be made to eliminate possible over awards.
Any fund disbursed to my student account causing an over award, must be repaid and returned
to the aid source.

If some or all of my financial aid is reduced because | dropped or failed to attend class, | agree to
repay all reduced aid that was disbursed to my account and resulted in a credit balance that was
refunded to me.

Federal, State or Institutional Aid: | understand that any Federal Title IV, State of Texas, or San
Jacinto College institutional financial aid that | receive, except for Federal or Texas Work Study
wages, will first be applied to any outstanding balance on my account for tuition, bookstore charge
and any other institutional charges. Federal Title IV financial aid includes aid from the Pell Grant,
Supplemental Educational Opportunity Grant SEOG, Direct Loan, PLUS Loan; State of Texas
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financial aid includes aid from the College Access Loans (CAL) , Toward EXcellence (TEXAS) Grant,

Texas Education Opportunity Grant (TEOG), Military Tuition Assistance (MTA), or Top 10 Percent;
or institutional aid includes Texas Public Education Grant (TPEG).

Prizes, Awards, Scholarships, Exemptions, or Grants: | understand that all prizes, awards,
scholarships, exemptions, and grants awarded to me by San Jacinto College will be credited to my
student account and applied toward any outstanding balance. | further understand that my
receipt of a prize, award, scholarship, exemptions, or grant is considered a financial resource
according to Federal Title IV financial aid regulations, and may therefore reduce my eligibility for
other Federal and/or State financial aid i.e., loans, grants, Federal Work Study which, if already
disbursed to my student account, must be reversed and returned to the aid source.

BILLING ERRORS

| understand that administrative, clerical or technical billing errors do not absolve me of my
financial responsibility to pay the correct amount of tuition and other associated financial
obligations assessed as a result of my registration at San Jacinto College.

RETURNED CHECK CHARGE

If a payment made to my student account by check is returned by the bank for any reason, | agree
to repay the original amount of the payment plus a returned payment charge of $30. Once a
student has a returned check on the account the student will no longer be able to use a check as
a method of payment.

PRIVACY RIGHTS & RESPONSIBILITIES

| understand that San Jacinto College is bound by the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act
FERPA which prohibits San Jacinto College from releasing any information other than directory
information from my education record without my written permission. Therefore, | understand
that if | want San Jacinto College to share information from my education record with someone

else, | must provide written permission by following the procedure outlined at
https://www.sanjac.edu/ferpa/ferpa-rights. | further understand that | may revoke my permission
at any time as instructed in the same procedure.
